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This training course will provide girls with a basic understanding of Girl Scouting, Safety Wise, developmental
characteristics of younger girls, the role and responsibilities of the Program Aide. Additionally, participants will learn
to select, plan, and present age appropriate activities. To be eligible for the Cadette Girl Scout Program Aide girls must
have completed 6th grade and for the Senior Girl Scout Program Aide girls must have completed 8th grade. Adults do
not need to stay for this program. As a Program Aide you can work with younger troops in your area, help with Council or
area events. Bring a sack lunch and drink. Each participant should come prepared with a song and a game to practice
teaching the group. The group will represent younger girls; this means you need to know the words and tune of the
song. For, games, you will need to know instructions (rules) for playing the game, as well as bring anything needed to
play the game. Plan an indoor game that can be played at troop meeting sites.

An application will be sent to girls as soon as the registration is received. It must be completed and returned with 2
letters of reference from individuals not related to trainee on the day of the training. You are applying for the job of being
a program aide. At successful completion of the program, participants will receive level appropriate PA pin. You will
then need to complete 25 hours internship, and then you will be eligible to purchase the PA patch.
