Each Girl Scouts of Greater lowa summer camp
employs a wonderful staff of women and men, many
of whom were campers and CITs (Counselors-in-
Training) themselves! They are carefully selected for
their skills, abilities, maturity, and commitment to
helping children grow and succeed in a safe, outdoor
environment. All staff must undergo background
checks and intensive pre-camp training to meet
security and certification requirements, in order to
be the best they can be for your camper! Safety and
security policies are followed as outlined by GSUSA
and the American Camp Association. Camp
Tanglefoot is proud to be accredited by the American
Camp Association.

Living Arrangements

Camp Tanglefoot has two great types of units where
campers stay. Our traditional platform tents sleep
four and our cabins sleep four to seven people. Each
unit is located close to a bathroom facility with
running water, flush toilets, and warm showers.
Sessions are pre-assigned as to the unit in which girls
will stay. Counselors thoughtfully place girls into
each cabin or tent with other girls. We will do our
best to fulfill any request to bunk together that was
indicated on the camper’s registration form. If we
have made an error, please bring this to our
attention immediately.

When you arrive at camp:
Check-in is from 1:00 p.m. — 3:00 p.m.

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Check-in continued: In order to expedite the check-
in process, camper’s whose last names begin with
letters A-G should plan to arrive between 1-1:30
p.m.; last names H-M arrive between 1:30-2:00 p.m.;
and last names N-Z from 2- 2:30 p.m. If arriving with
a buddy, come at the earliest time as designated by
last name. Please do not arrive before 1:00 p.m., as
the staff will be busy preparing for your camper!

Wellness Check:
Following registration, our health supervisor will
collect all medication and record health information.
It is the camp’s policy not to admit any camper who
has a temperature, is not feeling well, or shows
evidence of pediculosis (head lice). REMEMBER: all
prescription medications must be brought in the
original container, clearly marked with the camper’s
name, physician’s name, and complete instructions.
Do not send over-the-counter medications to camp.

A staff member will then accompany parents
and campers to the appropriate living unit!

Water Skills Evaluation
All campers are instructed in the safety procedures
of our waterfront. Campers are given a basic
swimming skill evaluation based on Red Cross levels,
by our certified staff for boating and instructional
purposes. Lifejackets (supplied by camp) and t-shirts
are required to be worn by all staff and campers
when out in watercraft.

Closing Day, Check-out:

Camper Award Ceremony! We invite parents to join
us at 11:00 a.m. for a short program including a flag
ceremony, favorite camp songs, highlights of the
week, and awards featuring your camper! Campers
will be ready to leave by 11:30 a.m.

Don’t Forget! A photo ID is required to pick up your
daughter/camper from camp. Staff members will
check ID’s when you sign-out your daughter by her
luggage. Thank you for your cooperation in ensuring
every child goes home with the correct person!

Visitors

Parents and visitors are welcome to explore our
beautiful camp on opening and closing days of each
session. We also invite you to attend the Camp
Open House on June 6 (more information is included
in this packet). However, camp life is very busy and
to insure the best in programming and security of all
campers, visits at other times are not allowed.

Mail

Everyone loves to receive letters, especially at camp!
Campers will have the opportunity to check the
mailbox each day!

On opening day, we will have a mailbox at the check-
in table, where you may leave letters for your
camper. Mail may also be sent via the U.S. Postal
Service. Please allow 2-3 days for it to arrive, and
you may want to consider sending letters before she
leaves for camp.

Please make sure that any and all mail you send is
cheerful and positive and does not include food or
candy. Try to ask questions about what activities she
has done and share with her how proud you are that
she is making new friends and trying new
experiences. Remind her that you hope she is
having a good time at camp!

In order to preserve Camp Tanglefoot’s unique
environment, we do not allow girls or staff members
to have cell phones in camp. Camp is an opportunity
for your daughter to learn and grow as an individual.

Camp does not provide a phone for camper use and
we encourage parents to NOT tell their camper that
they may call home. If you are concerned, please
call the camp director and rest assured that if there
is a problem we will call you immediately.
Encourage your daughter to talk with her counselors
if she has ANY problems.

Canteen!

The camp store (Canteen) contains a variety of
souvenir items such as stuffed animals, hats, water
bottles, sweatshirts, and other novelty items that
your daughter may purchase during the week or
with you on the last day of the session, following the
Camper Award Program.

Canteen also includes healthy snack options for your
daughter to choose from. She will have the
opportunity to purchase a drink and/or snack item
once each day. Food and drinks range in price from
$0.50 - $2.00 and include choices such as ice cream,
snack crackers, juices, and flavored water.

Money will be collected on opening day by our
Business Manager, who will keep a record of your
daughter’s expenses throughout the week. Any
money not spent will be returned to you on the last
day of the session.

Camp Tanglefoot provides well-balanced, healthy
meals and snacks for your camper. Please do not
pack food/candy as your daughter may find
unwanted critters in her tent/cabin!

Final Payments

If you anticipate difficulty in paying the balance,
please call the Girl Scout office immediately: 1-800-
342-8389.

If the balance is not received your original
registration may be cancelled so that another girl
who is waiting can register. We encourage you to
pay attention to this deadline so that your camper is
not disappointed.

Refunds, Cancellations

Partial refunds are made only if a girl becomes ill
prior to camp and cannot attend her session as
scheduled. A physician’s note is required and a
request for the refund must be submitted in writing
to the Des Moines office within one week after the
camp session.

If you must cancel your camper’s registration after
you have submitted all fees, do so in writing at least
two weeks prior to the session. The camp fee will be
refunded less the $30 deposit.

No refunds are given if a girl returns home during
camp because of illness, injury, homesickness and/or
any other circumstance.

Modifications, Changes

Although rare, the Girl Scout Council, for a variety of
reasons, must occasionally cancel a camp session. If
this occurs, your daughter will have the option of
attending another session or you may opt to have
the entire camp fee refunded, including the deposit.

At times, certain activities described in the camp
brochure may be suspended or changed due to
circumstances beyond our control, such as inclement
weather.
